Colonel Hurst:

I am contacting you in regards to the Massillon, Ohio, Local Protection Project and a recent request from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, Region V, to submit certain information towards certifying the levee pursuant to Title 44 of the Code of Federal Regulations, Section 65.10 (44CFR 65.10).

 

As you know, the Corps completed construction of the project along both banks of the Tuscarawas River here in Massillon in 1951 and portions were turned over to the City in 1953 for operation and maintenance.   The project consists of 15,900 feet of earth levee; 200 feet of concrete wall; 4 pump stations; 3 gate openings and 2 pressure conduits.  Of those components, the Corps maintains the levee and the City is responsible for the remainder.

 

I have enclosed the July 20, 2006, DHS levee certification request letter that outlines the submission requirements.  It reads, in part, as follows:

 

“We recognize that the USACE and other Federal agencies have been responsible for design of many flood control projects throughout the country.  Should a levee system in your community be designed and built by such an agency, we recommend that you contact them to request certification that the levee was adequately designed and constructed to provide protection against the base flood.”

 

Based on that recommendation and recognizing USACE as the constructor of our flood protection system in Massillon, I am requesting that the Huntington District provide the data outlined in the attached letter to us such that we might be able to comply with the levee certification request.
