Ms. Condo:
The City of Massillon Engineering Department has reviewed the submitted site plan for the above referenced project.  The following comments have been compiled along with the attached set of red lined drawings need to be re-submitted for review.  In your re-submittal provide a response letter addressing each comment and three (3) revised sets plans and if applicable two (2) copies of supporting documentation.
GENERAL
1) Provide approval letter from Stark Soil and Water Conservation District regarding erosion control plans.
2) Add the approval letter note from Stark Soil and Water Conservation District on title sheet
3) Provide a revised survey replat of showing extension of sanitary sewer easement and access drive easement to the northern extent of your proposed property lines.  
4) Provide a landscaping plan for all non-paved areas.  
5) Remove the address 3725 Erie Street from the title sheets.  That is Menards current address and new Aldis will be given an appropriate new address number.

6) Show and label the Massillon City / Perry Township corporation line.
7) Provide a copy of the soils report as listed in the street typical section.

SHEET – EXISTING SURVEY CONDITIONS
8) Label the zoning for site and all properties adjacent to the site.  

9) Show location of structures on adjacent properties. (taco bell)
10) Label right of way width of Erie Street / SR 21
11) Label pavement width of Erie Street /  SR 21

12) Label existing signalized intersection and show all pavement markings.
13) Label private access road, label width of private road and show all existing pavement  and lane markings.
SHEET C-105– SITE PLAN

14) Existing driveway at Erie Street is proposed to be removed.  Replace drop curb with ODOT curb and gutter as needed to match existing...  Show and note this on the plans.
15) A minimum 6-foot parking setback shall be maintained along Erie Street / SR 21 highway.
16) Label the total structure area, parking area, and landscape area for the site.
17) Label finish floor elevation of the building.

18) Label the limits of existing access road, and proposed access road.
19) Note a summary of the total amount of parking spaces required and total number provided.

20) Label the dimensions of the new curb cuts/ driveway approaches
21) Show and label location of site sign
SHEET C107– PROPOSED GRADING PLAN

22) Match top of pipe elevations in catch basin junctions.
23) Label the flood zone and flood panel map information on this sheet.

24) Provide 3:1 slopes in embankment areas.  
25) Label contours as shown.

SHEET C108– PROPOSED UTILITY PLAN

26) Extend 8-inch main sewer north, out of limits of new access road.  Manholes shall be installed as required.
27) Show and label the new 6” sanitary lateral sewer to the new building.  Lateral shall connect to the main sewer with an 8x6 wye fitting.
28) Extend main ductile waterline from south as part of the access drive extension.  Hydrants, tees, etc. to be installed as required.

29) Provide an easement plat for the extension of the sanitary sewer easement.  Some utilities may need to be relocated out of the easement areas.
30) Show plan / profile sheet for new storm sewer connection to existing catch basin.  Over, under existing utilities?
31) Add a note to core drill existing pre-cast catch basin and connect new storm sewer pipe with concrete collar. 

SHEET C109– DETAILS

32) Add City of Massillon details for driveways, sidewalks, curbs, and roadway cut restoration  ( see attached )
33) Add details and notes for installation and testing of the sanitary sewer. 
34) Add detail for grease trap structure to the site plan.
ACCESS ROAD

35) Provide dimensions, stationing, plan / profile sheet for proposed access road.

36) Provide information regarding construction of access road.  Is this part of the site development or by others?
37) Some of the proposed private roadway is located on the proposed Aldi’s lot?  Provide easement documents as required.
38) Extend storm sewer north to limits of new pavement construction.

39) Area shall be reserved for extension of other utilities along access road to serve remainder of property to the north.  

40) Provide ODOT guardrail section at end of proposed access road, at top of slope.  Provide details and notes on the plans.

41) Provide intersection detail with proposed traffic control, signs,  and pavement markings as needed.

42) Provide a typical section to match the existing access road.  See attached.  Call out and clearly label the sections for access road, light duty, and heavy duty asphalt areas.
